1533.  Road safety in Forton
Following a discussion Forton Parish Council resolved to be included with Thurnham with Glasson, Winmarleigh, and Cockerham Parish Council’s letter to the following Lancashire Road Safety Partnership, County Councillor Charlie Edwards, Gina Dowding, Cat Smith MP and anyone linked to the strategic road planning of the new Bailrigg Eco Village. The Clerk was asked to copy in Mathew Salter and see if the other Parish Council’s had considered requesting the mobile speed unit and weight restrictions on the bridges.
· Glasson Dock generates significant HGV traffic, and this is due to increase with additional haulage as a result of port development.
· To access the strategic road network, this currently results in significant HGV traffic on Cockerham Rd, Ratcliffe Wharf Rd and Main Street, Cockerham going past the village school.

· These roads and in particular the listed humped backed canal bridges were never designed for this level or weight of traffic – as a result 2 of the bridges have now been seriously damaged. The road surfaces have been damaged and the drain systems broken too due to the sheer weight of the vehicles.

· As residents we are also seriously concerned about the speed of traffic throughout the area and the safety of pedestrians, cyclists and children walking to school bus stops on the Cockerham Rd. Many of these roads have national speed limits of 60 mph which is totally unsuitable for narrow, winding country roads and has already resulted in 44 road traffic accidents/collisions this year.

· We understand as part of the Bailrigg Eco Village Development that a link road will be built between the A588 and A6/M6 – in developing this plan a more strategic vision needs to be incorporated that takes into account the needs and requirements of the wider, south Lancaster rural communities. This is a once in a lifetime opportunity to comprehensively address the long-standing issues relating to traffic and safety in this area.

· We understand that Phil Durnell, Head of Highways at LCC takes a different view and that the planned link road should just be focused on the needs of the Eco Bailrigg Village. 

· If a new road network is to be built then it needs to take into account the wider business needs and economic development of the area and the safe use of the existing road network to provide transport links more suitable for the 21st Century, rather than what the Canal Pioneers envisaged in 1810
The Parish Council asked the Clerk to include the possibility of moveable speed devices and weight limits on bridges.

The above response was discussed and resolved at the meeting.
1534. Plan on how to pay the playground invoices.
The Chairman thanked Cllr. Young for his detailed plan on how to pay the playground invoices which was discussed and resolved by the Parish Council 
The Parish Council instructed the Clerk to: -
1) pay the following Kompan invoices £29,119.90 and £24,428.07 a total of £53,547.97 once the LEF grant for £30,000 is received.
2) When the S106 grant of £50,769 is received the Clerk will pay the remaining six invoices totalling £55,017.67

3) When all are paid the Clerk will reclaim £17,494.26. This will leave a £302.36 contribution from the Parish Council
1535.  To receive an update on the flooding issues in Hollins Lane

Cllr. Mcloughlin compiled detailed photos on the flooding issue in Hollins Lane. The Clerk sent it to Charlie Edwards. Highways agree with Cllr. Mcloughlin analysis of the issue and it is now on the list for repairs. No date has been confirmed.
1536.  Risk Assessment
