1389. Apologies for Absence

1390. Resignation 
The resignation of Cllr Taylor was formally accepted

1391. New Parish Councillors 
Neil Wigglesworth and Sue Tresillian were formally appointed as Parish Councillors.  They both signed their declaration of acceptance of office in the meeting which was countersigned by the Clerk.
1392.Pecuniary Interests 
All the Parish Councillors completed the Notification by a Member of Parish/Town Council of disclosable pecuniary interests. A person's pecuniary interests are their business interests (for example their employment, trade, profession, contracts, or any company with which they are associated) and wider financial interests they might have (for example trust funds, investments, and assets including land and property).
1393. Notification of Interests
No disclosures of pecuniary and non pecuniary interests from Councillors on matters to be considered at the meeting were received.
1394.Minutes of the last meeting
Resolved:  The update of the Parish Council meeting, held on 5th July 2021, was agreed.

1395. Public Participation

A resident from Springvale raised the public’s concern about the potholes on School Lane. He had set up a petition on change.org with over 200 signatures and he had written to our MP Cat Smith. 
Cllr. Salter acknowledged the public concerns about the state of School Lane. He confirmed that re surfacing is in Lancashire County Council’s budget for 2021-2022. Work could now start now the culvert under the bridge was completed. There is no specific date yet.  County Councillor Charlie Edwards, cabinet member for highways and transport will be visiting Forton very soon to review the problem and concerns about speeding.
Cllr. Salter said Lancashire County Council had significantly increased the budget for road repairs over the last five years and they were starting to recognise particular concern’s in rural areas.
County Councillor Phillippa Williamson, leader of the Conservative group and county councillor for the Lancaster Rural North electoral division, has been formally appointed as leader of Lancashire County Council.

A resident raised concerns about weeds and dirt in the grids and gullies that may cause flooding issues in winter. Cllr. Salter agreed to survey the area of concern with the Chairman the following morning.

Its was of great concern to record three flower tubs have been stolen from the Bus Stops on the A6 the Police have been informed.
The Chairman thanked Cllr. McLoughlin for his work on the SPIDs . The Clerk was asked to write to the Hemmings re cutting back a tree near the SPID by the Scout Hut. 

Speeds of upto 68mph have been recorded on the SPID in Hollins Lane which is of grave concern.

The Council is concerned about contravention of the LPA planning conditions for 20/005005 Ful, MC1 60 houses at least two of the homes are now occupied and a third due to be occupied without meeting the required conditions. The Clerk was asked to write to Planning

Hollins Lane The SPID’s are in place but the tree nearer the Scout Hut needs trimming so it works properly.
Lune Valley Rural Housing Association No recent information
Lancashire Association of Local Councils No recent information
Village Hall & Recreation Ground Committee/Trust Due to lockdown some groups have left the village hall. However currently their income is still in a healthy position.

Police They do not attend parish meetings or send reports. Cllr. Salter said he would try and find a contact in the Police who could provide the information.
1399. To appoint a web designer to update and host the Village Website
It was resolved to appoint Easy Web Sites to re design and update the Website.  It will cost £500 to Redesign 5-10 page fully responsive website with completely new look and feel to the Parish Councils design requirements. There will be an ongoing maintenance of £23 paid each month for hosting the website, maintaining the domain name and updating areas of the website that cannot easily be done by the Clerk.
