The Chairman & Clerk met Sandra Byrne and Robert Swales from the Cleaner Greener Project Team at Wyre Borough Council to discuss the litter issue round Forton with particular focus on the Moto Service Station. Wyre Borough Council loaned Forton five litter picking sets with bags, gloves, rings and high viz jackets. The Parish Council have also purchased new litter picking sticks.
The Clerk wrote to Matthew Kirby the Moto Service Station Manager who has agreed to work towards the same goal of reducing the litter starting with covers for the bins. 

In addition, the Clerk wrote to Joseph Copsey from Highways to increase the litter picking schedule on the slip roads.

It was agreed the Parish Council would ask for volunteers to Litter pick the last Saturday in June which is normally Field Day in Forton. The Parish Council will provide equipment and ask for bags to be collected. 
1356. Parish Reports/Issues from Councillors

Parish Maintenance The Parish Noticeboard and tubs currently need attention
Parish Clerk work on updating and sending out the Village Voice invoices has been completed. Time this month has been spent working with the Chairman following up litter and environmental issues.
Hollins Lane Update – Flooding/SID Sign
Very few people on Hollins Lane had received the letter from Cat Smith re flooding. However, people on the opposite side of the A6 had received the letter even though it did not apply to their immediate area.

Cllr McCloughlin is liasing with Alan Cox and Simon Charnock re the locating of the SpiD which is taking longer than expected
The Clerk was asked to write and thank the Hull family the tenant farmers that sorted out the flooding problem by the Scout Hut.
Lune Valley Rural Housing Association/Lancashire Association of Local Councils
The Chairman circulated to the Parish Council the yearly report on the houses in Willow Close.
Website/GDPR

The website manager hasn’t been well. The Chairman will enquire if there is an easy way the Clerk to update it.
Village Hall & Recreation Ground Committee/Trust No further update other than the request for a £10,000 grant.
LLAC The CEO is campaigning to reduce the Carbon Foot print with all new housing in line with sustainability, greening and mental health. These topics will be raised as an agenda item at the next Parish Council meeting.
Police No report received but they are currently focusing on dog napping/ drug taking and increased fly tipping.
1357. It was discussed and resolved the Village Hall request for a £10,000 donation towards the cost of the playground equipment would be granted. The £10,000 originally agreed for the Architects fees and plans in the January 2021 Parish Council meeting will now be used for the playground instead.
1358. The destruction of a mature hedge row in bird nesting season on Cockerham Road, (Canal Bridge), Forton and Tansy Lane, Forton was discussed in detail. The Chairman of the Parish Council had spoken to the Tree Officer and the Borough Councillor. 
The resident suggested he had permission to remove the hedge from Mark O’Donnell the Operations Manager Wyre & Fylde. The Clerk was asked to write to Mr O’Donnell to ascertain exactly what permissions have been given and why the Parish Council had not been notified.

Once in receipt of the reply from Mr O’Donnell a letter would be sent to the resident.

1359. It was resolved to grant the flower groups request for a tap outside the Village Hall at an approximate cost of £110 plus VAT. The Chairman will authorise the work once firm estimates have been received.
1360. The Chairman of the Parish Council will write to Wyre Borough Council about the pigs, rats and sewerage at Potters Brook Caravan and follow it up with Environmental Health.
